5. Set and monitor homework on a regular basis in an appropriate format for Infant school
children.

6. Inform parents in advance of curricular areas to be covered, to maximise opportunities for
home learning.

7. Arrange regular Parental Consultations during which each child’s progress will be discussed in a
factual and objective manner.



8. Offer an ‘Open Door’ to parents to let us know of any concerns about their child’s work or
behaviour. (see attached details).

9. Keep parents informed about school activities through regular newsletters and information
about events (giving as much prior notice as we can).

10. Promote good health through health education, exercise and encouraging healthy eating.
PARENTS:
