Reading books

Next week beginning 9th September we will be sending children home with a
reading record and a reading book. We will inifially be sending only one book a
week up until half term. Reading books will be changed every Monday. Please do
sign your child’s reading record so that we know if your child has read during the
week. When listening to your child read, asking them questions, encouraging them
to make predictions and discussing the book really helps them make progress.
Rereading a book will also help with this. Our aim is to encourage a love of reading
and books, and the books are not meant to be challenging and difficult to read.
As well as the ability fo decode words, other skills such as their fluency,
comprehension, and prediction, as well as asking for their opinions are all
important when sharing a book
